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The purpose of this document is to describe the path to my calling of Power and Faith Measurement. Along the way I discovered there is no such thing in nature as randomness. Plus, there are limits to both the largeness and smallness of the Universe. Plus again, the Earth is the only place in the universe where we can know or measure those limits. Someone said we do not know anything until we can measure it. My calling is about all types of measurements, large and small. There really was a “star” over Bethlehem. Because of the unique location of Earth in the Universe, we know (2,000 years before the Jesus’ birth) wise men knew that “star” or special conjunction of planets would happen over Jerusalem, and then again over Bethlehem. Also, because of our special place in our limited Universe, 2,000 years later we can prove that star was there that night. To do this we use the same measurements those original wise men used 4,000 years ago. We know these things because of the relationships we see in nature, or Earth measurements. All comprehension involves recognizing relationships. In other words, meaning has geometry. All meaning can be measured naturally using the Earth (geo) and its unique position in the universe. So (like wise men) we can navigate together as teams if we comprehend the meaning of geo relationships. As teams we can chart a course, and use that strategy (strategic map) to understand our goals and objectives. That understanding is 80% of strategic planning. As teams we define the problem before we solve it with benchmarks to achieve goals and objectives. My unique calling of Power or Faith Measurement evolved from my natural interest in comprehension.
Comprehension

It was not until the third grade that I ever remember doing anything right in school. In fact I remember having a very difficult time (even though I tried) in the third grade and many other grades. Because it was the first time I had ever done anything well, I distinctly remember scoring highly on a comprehension test. So I remembered from that point on that I was good at understanding the meaning of things. That did not help me much in school, but it did give me confidence that I was not stupid. Throughout my schoolwork I had a very tough time with anything to do with memorization. So, if I applied myself, my learning process was slow, but effective. In other words, if I could see the relationships between things I could work things out. Over time I began to understand comprehension. Comprehension is the art of classifying relationships, or seeing the meaning of things. The Bible tells us we have no excuse for rejecting God, because we can see him when we look at Creation. When we look at Creation, we see meaning or purpose everywhere we look. Comprehension is the art of classifying all the relationships we see so we can see the Big Picture being painted by our Creator. 
Meaning Geometry

Whenever we begin to classify relationships, we discover Creation was designed to be understood. In other words, there is a natural limit to the dimensions we need for our understanding. It is complex, but not complicated. For example: there is a limit to the largeness, limit to smallness, and a limit of 7 to the number of dimensions you can describe by points and lines or measurements. When we begin to classify relationships, we begin to classify measurements. Like Indiana Jones, when we examine the technology of the ancients in the archeology of the Middle East, we discover that Adam was gifted with the technology required to measure creation. The chicken came before the egg. And, he was a smart chicken. Whether focused on the present, past or future, all our measurements are limited by our geometric perspective. After I had developed my nine place key to measurement organization, I received great encouragement from “Geometry of Meaning” a book by Arthur M. Young. I was browsing a used book store looking for “Roberts Rules of Order” when the little book “Geometry of Meaning” literally came to light on my eye. In it I realized I was not the only one who saw the order in the way measurements were organized. Later when I told my brother Jim about the book, he told me of the importance of Arthur’s work in his field of Library Science. 

Account Charts

In 1976 (while serving as a Military Airlift Command C-141 navigator) I was working with three professors at Pacific Lutheran University compiling research and developing a Standard Chart of Accounts for Group Medical Practices. While analyzing and summarizing the more than 400 account dictionaries from around the nation, I began to see the power these definitions had in modeling a business. Realizing these accounts were line items on reports, I also began to see how the owner was modeling and measuring his business with his report structures. At first, I focused on financial reports and their Chart of Accounts or Dictionary. Then, my concept developed when I added activity measurements (cost accounting) from the business system reports. I was a management accountant and every job or new organization I worked for I wanted to see the Chart of Accounts and the organization of the line items on the Business System reports so I could comprehend the business. In one of my jobs, this system I had developed helped us quickly discover an error that was missed by system conversion people. So, I was given a job that involved understanding the information requirements and products of the more than 100 computing systems in our company. While modeling this set of systems, I discovered there were three basic types of systems: Business Systems; Financial Systems; and Management Systems. In other words, one set of systems was focused on the present, one on the past and one on the future. Over time I also noticed another classification scheme within these three that I call effectiveness, control and efficiency. Product or Service Sales Reports, Forecasts and Plans are Customer or User and effectiveness oriented, while Processes, Accounts and Organizations are Control oriented. Control is what you do to make sure your activities are efficient and effective. Activity efficiency is measured by Facility (activity location and all its derivatives) Analysis, and Communication. 
Vision, 
While building the Standard Chart of Accounts, I was spending time with my uncle John Aram discussing the importance of Vision. As a CEO in the Timber Industry, my uncle had developed his own management style that focused on Vision. He believed that if people shared a vision of the business common to the owner’s vision, they would be free to make decisions based on their understanding of their role in that vision. It was at this time that I understood the power of making sure everyone on the team shared a common view of the Owner’s Vision, and how that view and their personal role could be communicated. Because I was a navigator, way back in 1976 I began to see how that vision would be used to navigate any business. 
Navigation 

In business at that time, information gathering was a separate role from strategic planning and operational decision making. As a navigator I had to do it all. I was the strategic planner, information gatherer and decision maker. In advance, I had to choose the benchmarks I would be using to set my course and to stay on course.  Since I was the decision maker, I triangulated my navigation aids to save time by avoiding redundant information, and I chose those aids in real time as I progressed based on the control I had over my previous measurements. With the amount of information available to decision makers, the decision maker is also the information gatherer. When organized strategically, that information is available like the stars in the sky. For decision making efficiency and effectiveness, decision makers (like navigators) will triangulate their navigation aids. They will balance present, past and future measurements with effectiveness, control and efficiency measurements. For each decision they will select the best information available from each of the nine measurement types. Based on the control they have measured in their previous work, they will determine when and where they need to look for information. These decision type information requirements are defined in Business Science, so I am not saying anything new about what to select. What I am saying is the modern owner or responsible person can gather the rates and factors needed for each decision type from his business model. Instead of spending the time developing a few rates and factors, the decision maker spends time studying all of them.
