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Facility Classifications - Maps
The purpose of this document is to see how maps can be used to quickly forecast activity measurements.

Facility Reports - Maps
TeamsWin Information Heavylifting Services transform reports into strategic relationships for decision making. Besides Sales, Production, Management and Financial Reports, reports also come with names like catalogs, regulations, industry standards, payrolls and maps. Maps are probably the main type of facility report. Maps usually come with a grid, a legend and an index of facilities classifications. Those facility classifications are the key to activity measurement and estimating. For example: How will a new location affect our distribution costs?
Activity Measurements defined by Location
All the activity measurements (speed, time and distance) (volume, temperature and pressure) (points and lines) are defined by location. Another name for facility is location. A facility is an activity location or the facilitation requirements for a type of activity.  

Grids
If a location is classified (named and related to a grid), and all the location classification relationships are already known, then new relationships to the grid will automatically update activity measurement forecasts. 
New Average Distance Example

For example, they will automatically tell you the new average distance between you and your customers, and that average will be updated for each new customer or for each of your new facilities. 
New Facility Example
For example: How will a new location affect our distribution costs? The answer to this is automatic if you know a good estimate of your current customer profile, like a list of customer services in the past year.  The answer is automatic because you have those locations classified (location grids), number of service calls per customer, and your facility locations (on those same location grids).
Summary – Facility Classifications (Grids) are Key
Facility classifications (maps, location classifications or grids) are the key to activity measurement and estimating.
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
