God-phobic 
The purpose of this document is to define a new word: “God-phobic”. Every time I hear 

the word homophobic for me I think it is a misnomer. Personally, I am not at all afraid 

of any homos.

The Special Category of Sin 
Sins directly against God do not harm other people. For example: a rapist sins against 

another person, but a slut sins against God.
