The Hard Heart produces Strange Loves
A hard heart defines a type of love. God is love and we were designed in his image. We were designed to love and to also do what we love. This design can lead to some very strange loves. For example: have you ever seen the pornography plastered to the outside walls of Hindu temples? That is the natural result of a focus on feelings, and that same focus in Buddhism produces in place of a love for things like people and cows a strange love for things like flowers and bugs. But they are both the same type of love, the love of a hard heart.
From Fear and Love to Wisdom
By design, we love and fear. Fear and faith are related to power. When we realize that for good God controls everything feared, then we fear God. Fearing God is the beginning of wisdom, and wisdom is the “soft heart” type of love. We love by design, but we need help to love God. Love is related to desire, and desire comes from the heart. Once we fear God, we still need help to desire God. He came to us for that help. He came to help us get wisdom through a soft heart.
Wisdom and Belief through a Soft Heart 
We fear power. Until we are attracted to God’s power, we have no use for Jesus Christ. That power draws us to his holiness, and from there we see our need for Jesus’ blood sacrifice. All he wants of us is a soft heart. In other words he wants us to open or circumcise our hearts to him, so he can change our desire to wisdom. Once we see the change, he wants us to beg him for that desire, keeping it under the flame of his Holy Spirit. Belief is a gift from him that comes from this heart softening relationship.
